CONTEXT FOR EXPLORING  

BIBLICAL SPIRITUALITY

In recent years, interest in the area of spiri-

tuality has proliferated. Our culture exhibits 

a lively awareness that the human person is 

more than a physical body. In a recent visit to 

a local bookstore, I discovered under a section 

classified as “spirituality” items such as the fol-

lowing: New Age spirituality, spirituality of re-

lationships, tarot cards. Surprisingly, there was 

no indication that Christianity had anything to 

do with spirituality since no works on Christian 

spirituality were filed there! A simple search 

on the web under the word “spirituality” pro-

duced some sixty-one million hits! These sites 

embraced everything from astrology to Zen and 

included mediums and psychic reading guides, 

shamanism and spiritism, New Age and kab-

balah inspired spirituality. Christian spirituality 

was lost among this plethora of offerings.

The above trends illustrate how our culture 

seeks to satisfy a spiritual thirst at the begin-

ning of the twenty-first century. The twelve-step 

program developed by Alcoholics Anonymous, 

for example, is an important spiritual process 

that continues to offer support and guidance 

to millions of people struggling to overcome 

alcohol addiction. The spiritual dimensions 

emerge clearly from the steps that include the 

recognition that one has a serious problem, the 

acknowledgment that an outside Power could 

help, and turning to that Power through prayer 

and meditation to overcome the problem. This 

program has been successfully adapted by nu-

merous other groups also facing similar life-

debilitating and -dependent issues, such as 

Narcotics Anonymous, Overeaters Anonymous, 

and Codependents Anonymous. One can also 

include here the numerous “self-help” books 

and websites that seek to provide techniques 

by which people can animate their lives to over-

come and deal with problematic issues.

Without doubt, this new phenomenon 

within our culture shows a need to satisfy a 

spiritual hunger that is evident almost ev-

erywhere. In a materialist society with such 

a wealth of goods, opportunities, and posses-

sions, the human person still feels unsatisfied, 

still longs for something more. This “something 

more” can only be satisfied by devoting atten-

tion to an essential dimension of the human 

person: the spirit or the soul. These works on 

spirituality aim at answering this spiritual hun-

ger at the core of the human person.

TOWARD A DEFINITION  

OF SPIRITUALITY

In its most basic sense, spiritual is defined as 

“pertaining to the spirit or soul, as distinguished 

from the physical nature.”1 The spirit is con-

trasted to the body, the material dimension of the 

human person. The spirit identifies that which 

gives life, that which animates. In the biblical 

writings, spirit (Latin, spiritus; Greek, pneuma; 

Hebrew, ruah) denotes “the human spirit, the 

breath of life,” which is not simply part of a 

human person, but rather the whole being.

The spirit is also used in a deeper sense in 

the biblical writings. Since God is Spirit, the 

communication of God’s grace is the gift of 

God’s life to us. Our spirits are imbued with 

God’s Spirit. When Paul extends his greetings 

in his letters and says, “The grace of our Lord 

Jesus Christ be with your spirit, brothers [and 

sisters]” (Gal 6:18), he is referring to the com-

Lesson Two
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In summary, Jesus gives clarity to the spiri-

tual meaning of the law as an expression of 

God’s will for humanity. As Lord of the law, 

Jesus indicates how the law is to be embraced: 

not legalistically, but with an interior disposi-

tion. One’s heart, one’s intentions, are of prime 

importance. At the center of all law lies the 

unconditional law of love that reflects God’s 

unconditional love for us human beings.

Spirituality of the Imitation of God: 

“Be perfect, just as your heavenly Father 

is perfect” (5:48)

The call to perfection brings Jesus’ teach-

ing on the law to a conclusion. In the Synoptic 

Gospels the only occurrence of the word “per-

fect” (teleios) is in the Gospel of Matthew (twice 

here in 5:48 and once at 19:21).7 While there are 

many nuances to the concept of “being perfect” 

(teleios) in the Old Testament, the basic meaning 

conforms to the idea of completeness or wholeness. 

Of all beings, God is without doubt complete 

and whole. Nothing is lacking in God. When 

humans are called to be perfect in imitation of 

God, Jesus is calling them to wholeness and 

completeness by conforming to God’s original 

will for them. In the antitheses mentioned 

above, Jesus called his hearers to conform their 

actions to the original intention that God had 

for these commands. Jesus’ discussion on di-

vorce (5:31-32) illustrates this intention very 

well. In distinction from Moses, who allowed 

divorce in certain cases, Jesus calls his hearers 

to return to God’s original intent when he cre-

ated human beings (Gen 1:27-28 and 2:24).

A further nuance to the concept of “being 

perfect” appears in the Old Testament and is 

also obvious here in Matthew. Perfection entails 

giving one’s heart unconditionally to God. In the 

previous passage (5:43-47), the believer was 

called to love in the same measure that God 

loves, namely, unconditionally and without 

distinctions. Later in the sermon (6:25-34), the 

believer is challenged to total trust in God and 

to abandon all worries: “Therefore I tell you, 

do not worry about your life, what you will eat 

[or drink], or about your body, what you will 

“You have heard that it was said. . . . But I say 

to you . . . ,” establishes Jesus as Lord of the 

law. In his interpretation, Jesus shows that in-

terior spiritual dispositions have a primary sig-

nificance over a legalistic interpretation of the 

law. The examples that Jesus points to (mur-

der, adultery, breaking of oaths, retaliation) all 

originate from within, from one’s heart, from 

one’s intentions. To these interior dispositions 

one must pay attention. Jesus goes to the very 

heart of the law and in a way intensifies the 

demands of the law.

For Jesus, the essence of this law that ex-

presses the fullness of God’s will is found in 

the love commandment (5:43-48). In drawing 

a contrast with the past, Jesus shows that the 

new law of love embraces a love for everyone 

without distinction. This all-embracing love 

has God, the Father, as its inspiration and ex-

ample. As children of the heavenly Father, be-

lievers imitate God’s actions in everything. Just 

as God, the Father, has expressed an uncondi-

tional love for human beings, so human beings 

are challenged to show the same unconditional 

love for one another.

between Jewish and Gentile Christians there in the 

time of Paul (see Gal 2:1-14) in respect to Christian 

obligation to observe Mosaic law are partially 

similar to tensions that can be seen between the 

two groups in Matthew’s gospel. The church of 

Matthew, originally strongly Jewish Christian, had 

become one in which Gentile Christians were pre-

dominant. His gospel answers the question how 

obedience to the will of God is to be expressed by 

those who live after the “turn of the ages,” the death 

and resurrection of Jesus.

The principal divisions of the Gospel according 

to Matthew are the following:

 I. The Infancy Narrative (1:1–2:23)

 II. The Proclamation of the Kingdom  

(3:1–7:29)

 III. Ministry and Mission in Galilee

 V. Jesus, the Kingdom, and the Church 

(13:54–18:35)

 VI. Ministry in Judea and Jerusalem  

(19:1–25:46)

 VII. The Passion and Resurrection  

(26:1–28:20)
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Galatians 3

2:19 Through the law I died to the law: this is variously ex‑

plained: the law revealed sin (Rom 7:7‑9) and led to death and then 

to belief in Christ; or, the law itself brought the insight that law can‑

not justify (2:16; Ps 143:2); or, the “law of Christ” (6:2) led to aban‑

doning the Mosaic law; or, the law put Christ to death (cf. 3:13) and 

so provided a way to our salvation, through baptism into Christ, 

through which we die (crucified with Christ; see Rom 6:6). Cf. 

also Galatians 3:19‑25 on the role of the law in reference to 

salvation.

3:1‑14 Paul’s contention that justification comes not through the 

law or the works of the law but by faith in Christ and in his death 

(2:16, 21) is supported by appeals to Christian experience (3:1‑5) 

and to scripture (3:6‑14). The gift of God’s Spirit to the Galatians 

came from the gospel received in faith, not from doing what the law 

enjoins. The story of Abraham shows that faith in God brings righ‑

teousness (3:6; Gn 15:6). The promise to Abraham (3:8; Gn 12:3) 

extends to the Gentiles (3:14).

3:1 Stupid: not just senseless, for they were in danger of desert‑

ing their salvation.

3:2 Faith in what you heard: Paul’s message received with 

faith. The Greek can also mean “the proclamation of the faith” or “a 

hearing that comes from faith.”

3:3 On the contrast of Spirit and flesh, cf. Romans 8:1‑11. Hav‑

ing received the Spirit, they need not be circumcised now.

3:4 Experience so many things: probably the mighty deeds 

of Galatians 3:5 but possibly the experience of sufferings.

3:6 Abraham . . . righteousness: see Genesis 15:6; Romans 

4:3. The Galatians like Abraham heard with faith and experienced 

justification. This first argument forms the basis for the further scrip‑

tural evidence that follows.

3:7‑9 Faith is what matters, for Abraham and the children of 

Abraham, in contrast to the claims of the opponents that circumcision 

and observance of the law are needed to bring the promised blessing 

of Genesis 12:3; cf. Genesis 18:18; Sirach 44:21; Acts 3:25.

Who has bewitched 

you, before whose eyes Jesus Christ was pub‑

licly portrayed as crucified?a 2I want to learn only 

this from you:b did you receive the Spirit from 

works of the law, or from faith in what you heard?* 

3Are you so stupid?c After beginning with the 

Spirit, are you now ending with the flesh?* 4Did 

you experience so many things* in vain?—if indeed 

it was in vain. 5Does, then, the one who supplies 

the Spirit to you and works mighty deeds among 

you do so from works of the law or from faith in 

what you heard?d 6Thus Abraham “believed God,e 

and it was credited to him as righteousness.”*

7*Realize then that it is those who have faith 

who are children of Abraham.f 8Scripture, which 

saw in advance that God would justify the Gen‑

tiles by faith, foretold the good news to Abraham, 

saying, “Through you shall all the nations be 

blessed.”g 9Consequently, those who have faith 

When you enter into 

the life of Christ so 

intimately as to feel what 

he is feeling, you will know 

what it means to be crucified 

with Christ. This means, of 

course, that you are also 

willing to enter into the lives 

of those who belong to Christ 

and walk with them through 

their crosses. Only after we 

have done this will we be able 

to say, yet I live, no longer I, 

but Christ lives in me (2:20).

5:6 Cf. Romans 2:25‑26; 1 Corinthians 7:19; Galatians 6:15. The 

Greek for faith working through love or “faith expressing itself 

through love” can also be rendered as “faith energized by (God’s) 

love.”
5:7‑12 Paul addresses the Galatians directly: with questions 

(5:7, 11), a proverb (5:9), a statement (5:8), and biting sarcasm 

(5:12), seeking to persuade the Galatians to break with those trying 

to add law and circumcision to Christ as a basis for salvation.

5:7 Running well: as in an athletic contest; cf. Galatians 2:2; 

1 Corinthians 9:24‑26; Philippians 2:16; 3:14.

5:8 The one who called you: see note on Galatians 1:6.

5:11 Preaching circumcision: this could refer to Paul’s pre‑

Christian period (possibly as a missionary for Judaism); more prob‑

ably it arose as a charge from opponents, based perhaps on the 

story in Acts 16:1‑3 that Paul had circumcised Timothy “on account 

of the Jews.” Unlike the Gentile Titus in Galatians 2:3 Timothy was 

the son of a Jewish mother. The stumbling block of the cross: 

cf. 1 Corinthians 1:23.

5:12 A sarcastic half‑wish that their knife would go beyond mere 

circumcision; cf. Philippians 3:2 and the note there.

5:13‑26 In light of another reminder of the freedom of the gospel 

(5:13; cf. 5:1), Paul elaborates on what believers are called to do 

and be: they fulfill the law by love of neighbor (5:14‑15), walking in 

the Spirit (5:16‑26), as is illustrated by concrete fruit of the Spirit 

in their lives.

5:13 Serve . . . through love: cf. Galatians 5:6.

5:14 Leviticus 19:18, emphasized by Jesus (Mt 22:39; Lk 10:27);

In Galatians 4–5 Paul contrasts the notions of slavery and freedom as a natural consequence of the salvific 

actions of Jesus Christ. Paradoxically, those who voluntarily make themselves “slaves” of Christ experience the 

greatest freedom of all (1 Cor 7:22). Observe the contrast outlined below:
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Galatians 6

5:16‑25 Spirit . . . flesh: cf. Galatians 3:3 and the note on 

Romans 8:1‑13.

5:19‑23 Such lists of vices and virtues (cf. Rom 1:29‑31; 1 Cor 

6:9‑10) were common in the ancient world. Paul contrasts works 

of the flesh (5:19) with fruit (not “works”) of the Spirit (5:22). Not 

law, but the Spirit, leads to such traits.

5:21 Occasions of envy: after the Greek word phthonoi, “en‑

vies,” some manuscripts add a similar sounding one, phonoi, 

“murders.”

6:1‑10 The ethical exhortations begun at Galatians 5:1 continue 

with a variety of admonitions to the community (brothers: see the 

note on 1:2). Nearly every sentence contains a separate item of 

practical advice; the faith and freedom of the gospel underlie each 

maxim. Tensions and temptation within communal life have previ‑

ously been addressed in Galatians 5:15, 26 and Galatians 6:1 

continues with a case in which a person is caught in some trans‑

gression such as those in Galatians 5:19‑21; cf. Galatians 2:17.

6:2 The law of Christ: cf. Romans 8:2; 1 Corinthians 9:21; Ga‑

latians 5:14. The principle of love for others is meant. To bear one 

another’s burdens is to “serve one another through love” (5:13).

6:4‑5 Self‑examination is the cure for self‑deception. Compare 

what you are with what you were before, and give the glory to God; 

cf. Romans 6:19‑22. Load: used elsewhere of a soldier’s pack. 

Correcting one’s own conduct avoids burdening others with it.
